I am writing to you on behalf of West Berkshire CAMRA to inquire about Greene King’s plans for the Swan Hotel in Compton. This hotel/public house is within our branch area, so we have been keeping an eye on the progress, or lack of it, in rebuilding this pub since it suffered fire damage some fifteen months ago.

Compton is a middle-sized village in West Berkshire and this was the last public house in it. The next nearest one is some two miles away, which would require a car journey to visit, given that the rural bus service finishes at 7.30pm.

From the feedback that we received from members of the community, we gather that they are concerned that there is little in the way of entertainment in the village for the younger generation. The pub was very much a central part of the community and acted as a social club for the youngsters, who enjoyed being able to play pool and darts there. Since the closure parish councillors have reported an increase in vandalism and bad behaviour among the youth of the area.

According to your web site, it states that you are looking someone to lease the pub and to be involved in the design stage of the rebuild. So, how has the rebuild progressed and when is The Swan Hotel due to re-open? We would be very interested to know, why as the owner of the freehold of the building, why no work has been done to repair the fire damage?
